1. CALL REGULAR MEETING TO ORDER -

DELAYS AT THE USACE FLOOD BRANCH DUE TO BUDGET MATTERS– Lori Williams

Ms. Williams has a call scheduled with USACE and USFWS after which she will have a better idea of 

how things are going to proceed.   Director James asked if there is a time limit by which USACE must 

report.  Ms. Williams does not believe so.  Director Westergard would like to attend the meeting with 

USACE as well and possible try to invite someone from Congressman Mark Amodei’s office as well.  There 

was discussion as to how the prioritization would be once the delays are over.  Ms. Williams advised that 

USACE stated they will be on the dates submitted and projects will not be artificially moved ahead.

The Board felt there was a need for additional modeling but at this time felt the funds should go to the 

clearing of the River channel.
